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Where once there were only two biennials — Venice
and Sao Paulo - there are now well over one hundred.
Where once there were only a handful of art fairs,
now there are dozens. And where once there were
international styles, now there are global markets.

Can sense be made of art and can ideas really be
exchanged amidst this proliferation or have we entered
into a period when scanning has replaced seeing,
keeping track has replaced paying attention, and
information has replaced meaning?
